Few understand what it means for revival to transform a city.  Largely because we have never seen it.


Cali, Bogota


ØOverrun by druglords


ØUnity of pastors resulted in maps for prayerwalking.


ØThis lead to an analysis of the city’s roots in occultism mixed with religiosity.


ØIn 1995 they had the first united prayer meeting. 48 hours after, the newspaper read “no homicides”.  After the united prayer meetings began, 10 days later the first drug Lord fell in the city.  They rented the biggest soccer stadium and 60,000 believers showed up.  Within 9 months 7 drug lords were in prison.


ØPr Julio, the catalyst for unity was murdered.  Hundreds gathered at his funeral, and all the pastors embraced and made a covenant of unity. This is the backbone of the prayer vigils.  





Otis Jr makes the connection: “It has lead to an absolute transformation of this city.  The drug cartels are destroyed.”  On what basis does he make such a claim?


Many prominent citizens have come into relationship with Christ.   Testimonies from soccer player and radio host show.  “For the unsaved, there has been no answer, but all of a sudden they see an explosion happening. The public favor resulted in the rent free use of the Velodrome for the Christian events during the carnival.”


Nowadays upper class people are accepting that it is OK to speak of God.  Explosive church growth is happening all across the city.  One church hosts more than 35,000 people. There is a hunger for God.


Church leaders believe this is a result of unity, repentance and prayer.


Kiambu, Kenya


A place of violence, crime, drunkenness, of preaching without conversion.  A pastor came to fight the source of spiritual oppression. For six months they committed themselves to fervent prayer


Many spiritual activities were linked to Mama Jane.  The pastor of Kiambu Prayer cave conducted his first march and crusade at the municipal hall. Mama Jane counterattacked.  But in response to prayer, within ten days she as stripped of her power.


From that time there has been a great responsiveness, with over 5000 in this church, and fear has gone on the streets.  Each day more than 400 intercessors gather to pray. 


Hemmet, California


A community filled with Witchcraft, Maharishi Yogi and T.M., the church of scientology, pastors graveyard, gangs, drug centre, corrupt police.   The community’s problems had an underlying spiritual problem. 


God called two pastors to stay.  Bob Becket called some pastors to pray.  they encountered the demonic.  they developed the idea of spiritual mapping and identify the strongholds.  They gathered the intercessors and took on targets.


The first street gang got converted. 75% of drugs have stopped.  Church attendance up from 7 to 14%.  Professing mayor, police chief, fire chief. 30% of law enforcement.  Turned school system around because of Christians applying for teaching. 


Churches working together in unity. Building a fabric instead of loose yarn.  


Almolonga, Guatamala  (popn 20,000)


A conscious choice to renounce ancestral worship. Now a clean, prosperous city of churches.  80% now consider themselves born again. 


It was drunken, with many jails, fights, wife beating, machimone, an important saint had a spirit that bound people.  Outside evangelists and house churches were slso stoned


Pr Mario Riscajache, one of the leaders called his flock to prayer.  his believers were filled with a supernatural faith.  Dramatic healings.  Church growth.


Close of jails.  Town has become clean, and prosperous. Agriculture has changed as people begin to work. 1000% increase. Some people get three harvests per year. God gave them wisdom beyond scientific methods. 


Idolatory and superstition have fled leaving a people committed to worship and hard work. They continue to fast against the forces of darkness.  As neighbouring towns celebrate the day of the dead the people of Almolonga turn out to witness to their God.  Prayer and fasting gives a victory over principalities. 


A community transformed.  If God can do it there, he can do it in our community.


These are reflections of divine intent.  There are steps we can take for a visitation of the Holy Spirit.  We must cultivate a crop of persevering leaders.  This is only a tenth of the story of what God is doing across the earth.
