TUL630 - THEORY/LOGY AND  PRACTICE OF COMMUNITY TRANSFORMATION 

COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course seeks to develop a perspective and approach to social transformation  that integrates theology, social science and local knowledge
.  
COURSE RATIONALE

The creation narratives of Genesis provide the essential pre-suppositions relating to God’s original intention for human society, and the whole created order.  The transformation process will be  viewed through God’s act of redemption and restoration and building of His Kingdom.
The course will build on the critical understanding of social reality as aided by of  social analytical tools and biblical study tools, insights on transformative approach to ministry  and vision of urban transformative development that integrates social and  biblical  perspectives generated during TUL 540
The  course will be divided into the following   blocks, the implementation of which may  not necessarily be in a linear sequence:

· Reflective survey of transformation- engendering theories /principles of social change and  principles/themes from Scripture; models from Christian  (Catholic and Protestants), non-Christian religious (Buddhists, Muslim,etc) and non-faith based (secular, Marxists, humanist, etc) traditions and the participants’ own experiences and aspirations.  Attempts will be made to evaluate the transformative premises and orientation of these theories/models when applied to contemporary Philippine/Asian setting.

· In-depth study of major strategies for facilitating envisioned community transformation such as  Participatory Research and knowledge building /hermeneutics, Transformative Pedagogy/Development Education, Community Organizing/Building, Community-based resources management, Advocacy, Network and linkage building. Trauma healing and conflict transformation will be regarded as special areas of study
· Integration and application which will include a) analyzing a particular community situation using tools of analysis and theological tools and designing  a community transformation process/program applying strategies and approaches b) identifying implications of  transformative approach  to evangelism, discipleship and missions and in  designing ministries for urban communities, b) proposing  a personal and collective spirituality that enhances or emanates from transformative engagement and the process for developing such and c) planning  on how students will apply or promote in his/her context the class learnings
· Articulating a theology and theory of community transformation that is rooted and taking root in context.

Throughout the course, the participants  will be  guided in self searching processes aimed at forming /affirming the kind of ethos conducive with transformation work and discerning implications of the discussions to evangelism, discipleship and missions and the way we conduct our ministries. 

The whole learning process will be documented and systematized so as to enable the students to facilitate the same to their churches and ministry sites. 

Among its pre-requisite courses is TUL 540 (Urban Reality and Theology).

LEARNING OUTCOMES
Among the  expected learning outcomes /outputs of the course are:

a. tentative or work in progress theology/theory of community transformation that is generalizable in underdeveloped societies such as the Philippines and at the same time applicable to particular context of the participants.  It will include recommendations theology/ry of community transformation should inform mission, evangelism and discipleship and the designing of ministries by their particular institutions, churches or faith communities

b. proposed design aimed at facilitating community transformation process which both integrates and serves as venue for distilling  theology and theory and applies/validates community transformation strategies 
c. description of the kind of individual and collective spirituality that should be evolved conducive to transformation work

OBJECTIVES

At the end of the semester, the students would have

1. Articulated reflectively  the transformation –engendering theories of change and themes from Scripture, and models from  Christian (Catholic and Protestant), non-Christian religious (Buddhist, Islam, etc) and non-faith based traditions (secular, Marxist, humanist) 

2. Wrestled with and written a tentative  vision of transformed communities guided by transformation associated theories and themes/principles from Scripture, models from Christian and non-christian traditions, and their own experiences and aspirations

3. Articulated key strategies for facilitating envisioned community transformation and design a program or process integrating those strategies

4. Recommended the kind of spirituality/personal ethos  that need to be developed in order to become effective agents of transformation and the processes for developing such 

5. Articulated the implications of transformational work to evangelism, discipleship, mission and church and community governance 

COURSE MATERIALS

COURSE CONTENT

1. Review of perspective, vision and ethos

· social analytical tools and theological tools for understanding urban reality and their value in envisioning transformed society generated from TUL 540 and other previous courses
· tentative insights on transformative approach to urban ministry  within the context of national transformation and the envisioned  socio-economic political order  that promotes or approximates productivity, equity/justice and sustainable human development from a biblical and human perspective generated from TUL 540 and other previous courses

2. Reflective survey of transformation –engendering theories of change and themes from Scripture, and models from  Christian (Catholic and Protestant), non-Christian religious (Buddhist, Islam, etc) and non-faith based traditions (secular, Marxist, humanist) and contemporary development theories.
3. Culling out philosophies and principles of transformative development applicable to community transformation
4. Readings and Reflective dialogues with praxists (practitioners/training or formation institutions) on strategies/approaches  for attaining social transformation

·  Participatory Research and knowledge building /hermeneutics 

·  Developmental Pedagogy  -values, self worth, critical thinking,   knowledge and   skills

·  Community Organizing/Building-new structure, new relationship

·  Community-based resources management

·  Advocacy and Network and linkage building

·  Conflict Transformation

·  pscycho-social/trauma work and healing
The value of Community Organizing/Building as the hub that integrates all strategies into a truly empowering structure and process will be emphasized.
5. Application and integration – analyzing a particular community situation using tools of analysis and theological tools and designing  a community transformation process/program applying strategies and approaches. The process/program will be designed as a learning venue for transformative missions/ministry.
6. Application and Integration - Drawing up of  recommendations on transformative approach’s implications  to evangelism, discipleship and missions and in  designing ministries for urban communities 

7. Application and Integration - Proposing  a personal and collective spirituality that enhances or emanates from transformative engagement and the process for developing such. 

8. Application and Integration – Planning session on how students will apply or promote in his/her context the class learnings. It will be best facilitated by encouraging students to use as case for application and integration in no. 5 their own communities or those covered by their institution/church.
9. Synthesis: Theology and Theory of Community Transformation-rooted and taking root.
METHODOLOGY

The course will employ praxis learning approaches that includes evocative processes, lectures and interactions, group action/reflection, reflective exposure to communities and dialogues with praxists, building of small case studies from which to distill principles, and integration/synthesizing session.
