Transformative Revival: Holy Spirit is Agent of Transformation (Luke 4:18 revisited)

Poor Peoples Theology: The sin of an elitist theology.  Move to the theology of the empowered poor. Our  educated theology of  “Holistic Mission” or “Missao Integral” has failed.  Jesus spoke the language of the people, they heard him gladly.  What terms do leaders among the poor use?? 

Holy Spirit as Transformer: The poor speak of the Holy Spirit.  They wait for the Holy Spirit.  They are bathed in the Holy Spirit. He comes in the midst of noise and emotion to heal pain and sickness. Any Transformative theology must begin in love.  The sociological records of transformation through poor peoples’ movements.
People Empowerment: How are Poor People Transformed? (not “How do we transform them”).  

· Empowerment through the missional Holy Spirit, the Word of power, the Church (sociology of multiplying love)
